Location: At the Rendezvous Resort on Lullfitz Drive, between foyer and pool

Type: Indoor & Alfresco with buffet breakfast and A La Cart lunch & dinner

Opening hours: Monday to Sunday 7.00am – 9:30pm

Closest accessible parking: There are two designated disabled parking bays.

Signage: There is a big sign easy to read from the car park.

Pick up / set down bay: Yes, directly at the entrance near the reception. There is portage available.

Closest public transport: Town Bus stops right at the entrance of the resort.

Accessible toilet: Onsite.

External access: A barrier free 980mm wide ramped corridor (6.7degrees, 1.9) leads to the main entrance,
with 1000mm high handrails on either sides. The foyer area has tiled floor throughout with ample circulation
for small and large wheelchairs.

Restaurant door: An open sliding door 900mm wide.

Internal: Good wheelchair circulation with wheelchairs is able to access all areas. The floor is tiled indoor
and outdoor.

Food counter: Food counter and buffet are at sitting height.

Seating: Tables are central pedestal and chairs are movable with a sitting height of 470mm.

Menu: The table menu is clear and easy to read with good colour contrast.

Alfresco Area:
There is level access to the alfresco area, overlooking the pool. There are umbrellas for each table and
chairs and tables are movable with good clearance.

Accessible toilet:
The toilet is next to the foyer area, between toilet and reception. Please see Report to Rendezvous
Sanctuary Resort for more information.
