The young girl, who was stung while surfing early this morning, has been taken to Broome Hospital 
and seen by medical professionals.  
 
 
The beach will be closed for all members of the public for 24hrs.  This is in addition to the vehicle 
access closure that is still in place because of the significant sand erosion caused by TC Carlos.
