200 responses received during the public
submission period in 2020 - with about 61 per
cent coming from people aged 22 or younger.

The new Broome Skatepark located on Cable
Beach Road East is funded by the Shire of
Broome and Lotterywest and designed by
award-winning skatepark designers Convic in
partnership with local people.
